Dear Brothers and Sisters
We have the following information to share with you.

Annual General Meeting

Annual General Meeting was held on Sun 20 June 04 at UMMA Centre. The meeting was attended by more than fifty members. Many important issues were discussed at the AGM specially the erection of fence at UMMA Centre and completion of Janaza Services.

The AGM also decided to increase the Membership fees from $30.00 per head ($60.00 per family) to $40.00 per head ($80.00 per family) w.e.f 01 July 2004. There was a recommendation to introduce 50% reduction/half rate membership fees for full time students. However this proposal was not accepted by the Department of Corporate Affairs.

Hafiz for Traveeh Prayers

The arrangement for Hafiz/Qari for Traveeh prayers from Pakistan was discussed at the AGM and later at Consultative Council meeting. Br Abdul Waheed Khan has been arranging for Hafiz for the last many years through his personal efforts and at no extra expense to UMMA funds. UMMA is extremely grateful to Br Waheed Khan for his efforts. However it is strongly believed that there is a definite requirement for a local Hafiz to lead Traveeh prayers, as sooner or later the arrangement of calling a Hafiz from Pakistan would become unworkable.

It has therefore been decided that Br Waheed Khan will arrange Hafiz from Pakistan during the years 2004 and 2005. He will also arrange a local Hafiz from Melbourne on permanent basis to assist the Hafiz from Pakistan during years 2004 and 2005. From the year 2006 onwards only local Hafiz will lead Traveeh prayers at UMMA Centre.

Br Waheed Khan will remain in charge of these arrangements for Hafiz, as specified above, for the coming years.

Janaza and Funeral Services

All the necessary equipment for Janaza Room has been procured and would be fitted in the near future to make it operative. However some additional arrangements and facilities have to be finalized to make the Janaza and Funeral service fully operative, i.e. special transport for conveyance of dead body, procurement/digging of the grave in the specified cemetery, organize Salat e Janaza, chemicals for washing and preservation of dead body, coordinate expenditure on these services and ascertaining the amount of fees to be charged from the dependant families.

All this seems to be a time consuming job even when the Janaza Room is made operative. Br Ebrahim Mohammed has volunteered to organize and coordinate all these arrangements in close cooperation with Imam Sahib and some other suitable members of the community whom he will co-opt to work with him.

UMMA is grateful to Br Ebrahim Mohammed for agreeing to handle this very sensitive and humanitarian service. UMMA needs to maintain a special fund of approximately $5000.00 to cater for emergency expenditures on funerals, which would be recovered from the bereaved families.

We all realize that such emergencies may occur in any household.

UMMA therefore appeals to all members to donate generously for the Janaza/Funeral Fund.
