UMMA Community Funeral Services


As we had informed the community in previous issue of UMMA NEWS the UMMA Community Funeral Services is now fully operational. Two members of our community passed away recently. Their funerals were organised at UMMA Centre. This was the first time the funeral arrangements were put to test. Some discrepancies were observed in the equipment and the arrangements which would be rectified soon. There are some suggestions that UMMA should operate/arrange contributory funds to meet immediate funeral expenses on behalf of the bereaved families. Some suggestions are stated below:





To maintain a special fund of approximately $10,000.00. UMMA should meet funeral expenses from this fund and later recoup the amount from the family concerned.


To create a pool/club of interested families and maintain a contributory fund in which each family contributes an agreed amount (say $100.00 or $200.00) every year. This fund will grow with each yearly instalment from the families. In case of a death in the pool/club family UMMA should meet all expenses from this fund. This scheme will cover all members of the family and the member families will not be required to recoup the expenses. This scheme will be voluntary and not compulsory for all members. 


Muslim families who are not UMMA members but live locally and come to the Centre regularly for prayers may be allowed to join this pool/club.





The community members are requested to consider these options and give their feed back.
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Imam of UMMA Centre wants to inform all community members that Australian Commonwealth Government laws require one month notice for the marriages to be registered.





All those who are planning marriages of their children must allow one month notice period while fixing the marriage dates.

Al-Sawm literally is the abstention from eating, drinking, speaking and lust from the beginning of the true dawn until sunset. Allah(S) said:





“O you who believe! Fasting is prescribed to you as it was prescribed to those before you, that you may become righteous” Al-Baqarah[2:183]


In Islam fasting is an institution for spiritual discipline and self-control. It is a worship stated in the Qur’an and exemplified by the Sunnah. There are four types of fasting: 


(1) Obligatory      (2) Supererogatory        (3) Reprehensible        (4) Forbidden.





(1) Obligatory: Includes fasting the month of Ramadan as well as to make up for the missed days of Ramadan, fasting of expiation and fasting to account of a vow.





a-	Fasting of Ramadan: It is compulsory on every capable Muslim male and female. It has been made compulsory on the 10th of Sha’ban, about one and a half year after Hijrah, as it’s stated in the Qur’an, Sunnah and consensus. Whoever misses a day or more of Ramadan, he/she has to compensate that by equal number of days after Ramadan. Allah(S) said:





“The month of Ramadan in which the Qur’an was revealed, a guidance for the people and clear proofs of guidance and criterion. So whoever sights the month, let him fast it, and whoever is ill or on journey- then an equal number of other days” Al-Baqarah[2:185]








b-	Fasting of Expiation: Is to purify the soul from the stain of the bad speech and deeds which is against Islamic laws and they are: (Expiation means Kaffarah)





   1. Expiation for corrupting a fast-day by sexual intercourse. 


   2. Expiation for some invalid actions in Hajj and Umra.    [[Al-Baqarah[2:196] and  Al-Ma’idah[5:95]]


   3. Expiation for breaking an Oath: whoever swears and breaks an oath, must free a sound Muslim


         slave, feed or clothe ten poor people, or to fast for three days consecutively.  [Al-Ma’idah[5:89]]


   4. Expiation for killing: Whoever kills a believer by mistake, the expiation is: compensation must 


       be paid to his family and to free a believing slave or a fast for two months successively.[Al-Nisa’[4-92]] 


   5. Expiation (Kafarah) of Dhihar: when a man makes his wife unlawful to him and to tell her that 


          she is like his mother and then goes back on what he said, the expiation is to free a slave or to fast 


          two consecutive months or feeding sixty poor persons. [Al-Mujadilah [58:3, 4]]















































c- Fasting of Vows: Any body who makes a vow for fasting a day or more must fulfil the vow that was made.

(2) Supererogatory: The Prophet (P) advised Muslims to fast certain days, those are: 





        The 9th and the 10th of Muharam


        The day of Arafa (the 9th of Thul-Hijja) for non-pilgrims


        Monday and Thursday of every week  


        The three white days (13, 14 and 15 of the lunar month)


        Also it is advisable for capable people to fast, Rajab, Sha’ban and the other sacred month; fasting


        one day and not fasting the next (the fast of the Prophet Daoud (P).

i. Expiation fasts missed during Ramadhan by women or people due to health reasons. People whose health is going to be affected by fasting, they can postpone their fasts as long as they are sick and make up for the missing days later with out expiation. However for those who are permanently ill or too old to satisfy the obligation of fasting , they are exempt from fasting, but they have to feed one needy Muslim an average full meal or its value, for each day of Ramadan (29 or 30 days).





ii-Pregnant women and nursing mothers may postpone their fasts and make up later for the missing days. If the pregnant or the nursing mother thinks she is in danger, or she is and her baby in danger, then she has to make up later only. But if she breaks the fast for the sake of her baby only, then in this case she has to make up later as well as to feed one needy Muslim for every missing day. Woman during the period of menstruation or confinement after childbirth should not fast. They must postpone the fast until the period of cleanliness and then make up for the missing days only. 














(3) Reprehensible: It is wrong to fast: 


        Friday or Saturday alone


        One or two day before Ramadan


        The days of Nourooz or the Festival alone


        Day and night continuously. 


        Every day of the year.       


        For travellers, pregnant, breast-feeding mothers, ill and old people (if it is hard for them to cope with life.)





(4) Forbidden: It is forbidden for the Muslim to fast:





      The first of Shawal (Eid-ul-Fitr day)


       The day of sacrifice as well as 11, 12 and 13 of Thul-Hijja


       Fasting is forbidden if it’s life threatening or to cause bodily harm (like paralysis, dysfunction of the kidneys  etc)


       It's unlawful for the woman to fast any day of the year (other than Ramadan) without the permission of her 


       husband, if  he is living with her (i.e. not travelling or separated).





Know that, fasting is subdue, defeat and humiliation for two enemies of man, the soul and Satan. Sawm is rejection of the lust and appetite. It is a secret between the slave and the Creator and in that it is a great discipline for the soul.

  When a human being dies, his work comes to an absolute end except in one of the three ways: 





 1. A continuous act of charity ( Sadaqa Jariyah)


 2. A useful contribution to knowledge; 


 3. A righteous child who prays for him

 Juma’ah should be a time of sitting still and keeping quiet and the worshipper should be humble in body and soul and listen to the exhortation and knowledge which the general Muslim public needs to hear. It is not permissible to speak even if it is to enjoin “what is good and forbid what is evil”. Even though this (enjoining what is good and forbidding what is evil) is one of the most important duties of the Muslim, it is not allowed at this time (during the khutbah) and one cannot even say “Shush!” or “Listen!” The evidence (daleel) for that is as follows:

When the Imam is delivering Friday sermon (khutba), then keep quiet and listen attentively until he has finished.


It was narrated by Abu Hurayrah that the Prophet (peace and blessings of ALLAH be upon him) said:


“If you ( even ) say to your companion, while the Imam is delivering the Friday sermon (khutba), to be “quiet” and/ or “ listen”, then you have spoken laghw (idle talk)” 


(Narrated by al-Bukhaari, 892; Muslim, 851; Ibn Maajah, 1111; classed as saheeh by al-Busayri and al-Albaani) 





It was reported that Abu’l-Dardaa’ said: “The Prophet (peace and blessings of ALLAH be upon him) sat on the pulpit (minbar) and addressed the people, and recited an aayah. Ubayy ibn Ka’b was beside me and I said to him, ‘O Ubayy, when was this aayah revealed?’ He refused to answer me. I asked him again and he ignored me, and I asked him again and he still ignored me, refusing to speak to me until the Messenger of ALLAH (peace and blessings of ALLAH be upon him) had come down from the minbar. Then Ubayy said to me, ‘All you got from your Juma’ah was speaking idle talk (laghw).’ When the Messenger of ALLAH (peace and blessings of ALLAH be upon him) left, I went to him and told him what had happened. He said, ‘Ubayy spoke the truth. If you hear your Imam speaking, then listen to him until he finishes.’”

Asking about an aayah during the Juma’ah Khutbah cancels out the reward of Juma’ah, so how about people who speak about their business or other worldly matters? 





 “O you who believe (Muslims)! When the call is proclaimed for the Salaat (prayer) on the day of Friday (Jumu’ah prayers), come to the remembrance of ALLAH…” [al-Jumu’ah 62:9]





The khutba and listening to it form an obligatory form of dhikr which is prescribed for a short and specific time, during which focusing on the khutba takes precedence over focusing on any other kind of good deed or worship. 


An exception is made from that in the case of speaking to the Imam, or the Imam speaking to the worshippers for some important reason. Imam is the only person who may speak for a purpose such as problems with the loudspeakers, Car Parking, prayer timings, important announcements etc. etc. If for reasons an important announcement is to be made, the person can tell the Imam to make the announcement on his behalf, and it is up to the Imam to make that announcement if he finds it appropriate.
